While not a Signature Edition, it is loa  ded with optional accessories such as a moonroof,
8-track, wire basket wheel covers, reclining passen  ger seat, autolamp and auto dimmer.

Other great finds for a collector were rear seat be  Its with the plastic covering still on them, all o f the
inspection tags and marking in place, a very clean engine compartment, a relatively rare colorand ac  loth
interior. Jim has already started on “Restoration,” of what little is needed, with fluid changes, a gen eral
cleaning and a search for some deep dish wheels. B ased on prior stories about Jim’s T-Birds, we look
forward to seeing his Mark V at future LSR events a  nd the 2010 Mid-America Meet in Lincoln, NE.

1979 Continental Mark V

Members Art & Carol Whitmire (newsletter editor) s pent the winter in Haines City, FL. In September, we
sold our first Lincoln, a ‘56 Mark Il and our Emeri tus winning ‘56 Premiere to reduce the number of ca rs
in our small collection. While in Florida, the inc urable disease of “old car acquisition fever” resulte din
locating and purchasing a 39,000 mile 1976 Mark IV “Black Diamond Edition.” This version was available
only in the last 6 months of 1976 production andwa s painted a special charcoal metallic with an allig ator
grained half-roof and included a unique interior. Leather was standard, but an option was a Versaille s
cloth interior for an extra $1033 (similar to the * 79 Collector cloth interior). Our car is so equipp  ed. The
car was detailed and some minor paint work and bump er re-chroming done for the April Ocala, FL Meet.

It won a 1stin class at Ocala, but there is still plenty of work to do on the chassis restoration.
