DIRECTOR’S M ESSAGE

This is a painful ‘message’ to have to write. A truly unique and special icon of our
club, Harvey Schofield, passed away on April 30th. Harvey was a retired mechanical
engineer who had a fascination with Lincolns, particularly limousines.

Harvey had battled health issues since 2008, but still managed to be a part of several car shows as
recently as last year. He was a past Director and Manager of our Region, and was instrumental in
its very existence. He was also known nationally as a respected expert. During the decade that he
served as the National Custom Class advisor to the LCOC, Harvey documented about 150 sur
vivors out of the five hundred-or-so Lehmann-Peterson Lincoln limousines made from 1964 to
1970; out of this total, only six were built with other than a 34-inch center stretch (if you don’t count
the 36-inch extensions on the two 1963 prototypes), and Harvey owned three of them!  These
included a 1967 model 8-inch mini-stretch limousine originally built for John Searle, the CEO of
Searle Pharmaceutical in Skokie, IL, “as a 65th birthday present to himself, when he decided he
wasn’t going to drive himself through downtown Chicago traffic anymore”; a 1967 8-inch mini-
stetch sedan, built without a partition for John Fischer, the CEO of Anchor Hocking Glass in
Lancaster, Ohio; and a standard-wheelbase 1965 Lehmann-Peterson Lincoln limousine, specially
ordered for the publisher of the Philadelphia Inquirer , which incorporated a clever “top half” par -
tition to allow un-impeded front seat travel (it's also the only known L-P survivor built without a
vinyl roof, as well as the only one with an entirely stock exterior appearance).

Asked to explain his interest in these smaller L-P
Lincolns, Harvey once told member Gregg
Merksamer: “Like John Searle, the original owner of
my ‘67 limo, | consider a long stretch somewhat
obnoxious because I'm a regular-type guy.”

In spite of his perpetual modestly, Harvey was proud
to note his family was “several generations deep in
craftspersons,” including a grandfather on his moth -
er's side who served as construction foreman for the
barracks at New Jersey’s Fort Dix during WW II.  After graduating from Drexel University with a
degree in Mechanical Engineering, Harvey entered the US Army as a 2nd Lieutenant in the ROTC
program, and spent 31 years working for Rohm & Hass in Bristol, PA, where he specialized in
industrial facilities engineering.

If there is anything good to say about Harvey’'s passing, it's that he’s finally reunited with his late
wife Elaine, with whom he had one daughter, Miriam, the main recipient of our condolences along
with her husband Paul and son P.J.

ON THE COVER

Region member Lee Caleen was a man with a goal: to
have a car that was the model year of his high school
graduation, 1957. He did some soul-searching and
quickly realized that the ‘57 Ford just didn’t do it for
him, and the ‘57 Chevy was simply too common for
him. He happened to see an ad in the Philadelphia

Bulletin (nearly every -
body reads it, don't
they?) for a 1957 Lincoln
Premiere. His first thought was
“So, what does a ‘57 Lincoln look
like?” He went to see the car in
Newtown, Bucks County to find

out. It was one of three cars an
investor had bought at auction in Maryland. It was ‘rough,’ to
guote Lee, but it fascinated him. He bought it in hopes of cruis-
ing with it in Pottstown, where he lived at the time. Classic and
rod cruising has long been popular in the Pottstown area; in

fact, the town is now known as a hotbed for antique/classic cars and
street rods. (Eastwood’s, the wholesale restoration supplier, is head
guartered there, btw.)

Lee took the car to Ziggy’s auto
shop in Bechtelsville, where a
3-year frame-off restoration
began. The car would have

been finished sooner if it hadn’t
been for the extreme difficulty in locating parts. Lee found out

the hard way that Lincoln parts are not as easy to find as those
for a Ford or Chevy! With patience, his ‘cruiser’ became much more - a multiple award-winning auto -
mobile.

Its award resumeé includes numerous trophies from the local car

show circuit, in addition to being awarded an AACA Senior in
1997. It won a Lincoln Trophy at the ENM in Cherry Hill in
2007. In 2008 it won Best In Class at the Concours D’Elegance
in Bethlehem, and in 2009 it won the William Coughlin Award

at the Lancaster ENM. The car is no trailer queen, being driven
to about 30 events each year, averaging about 2,000 miles annu

ally. It is one of only three east coast ‘57 Premiere coupes registered with the LCOC.

Lee is married to Sandy. She has attended a number of meets, including the ENM in Warren, Ohio in
the 1990’s, however she leaves the serious car showing to Lee.

Lee recently bought the ‘78 Mark V pictured here. It is quite nice, but it will serve as Lee’s ‘rainy day’
show car. His other Lincoln is the gorgeous 1997 Town Car in white with saddle top and interior.

Thanks, Lee, for keeping these cars in such wonderful condition!
